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Beginner knowledge of topic

 With the emergence of powerful Web technologies such as blogs, wikis and tagging, the Web is quickly becoming more dynamic and interactive. While users once visited Web sites to consume content, they are increasingly being given the ability to contribute and edit content as well. This “distributed authoring” is changing the fundamental way Web users interact with Web sites. In this session, we will explore what these trends mean for the creative community. If Web usage is increasingly oriented toward interaction and fostering social networks, is it appropriate for organizations to harness these powers to achieve their own objectives?
